® QOur program is based on the Balanced literacy approach.
e Students will use Littératie en action 4, which provides a framework that allows
them to work at their reading level. Read-alouds, shared, guided and independent
reading and writing components will be presented and practiced in each unit.

e Writing process will be a major focus:
Planification/planning
Ebauche/draft
Révision/review
Correction/correction
Publication/publishing

e Etude de mots/word study:
Students will choose words from a list every two weeks. They will do
daily in-class activities with these words. At the end of the two week
cycle, they will check their retention of these words. There will be no
marks on dictées, they will be used to plan and generate new lists of
words.
